What’s happening to planet?

P1: Many years ago people lived in harmony with nature. Today the situation in many countries, in Ukraine as well, is quite different. The intensive development of industry results in air pollution, land pollution, water pollution. This process goes through people’s careless activities. Now we don’t know the virgin land. A lot of people suffer from many dangerous diseases. Fish dies in lakes, rivers and seas. Many species have disappeared from the Earth, some are on the brink of vanishing.

It was the task for you to clear out this question after your meeting in your ecological club

Чтобы ответить на этот вопрос, прежде всего нам надо выяснить значение слова «экология». Экология – это наука, которая изучает взаимоотношения всех форм жизни на нашей планете с окружающей средой. Это слово произошло от греческого “oikos’, что означает «дом». Это понятие «дом» включает всю нашу планету в целом, её население, природу, все виды животных, птиц, насекомых и других живых существ, природу и даже атмосферу вокруг нашей планеты.

WHY MUST TECHNOLOGY BRING APOLOGY TO ECOLOGY ?

P3: To answer this question we must first of all learn the meaning of the word “ ecology”. Ecology is a science which studies the relationship between all forms of life on our planet with its environment. This word came from the Greek “ oikos’ which means “ home”. This idea of  “ home” includes the whole planet of ours, its population, the Nature, animals, birds, fish, insects, all other living beings and even the atmosphere around our planet.

 P5: Do all of them live a happy and healthy life in our Home nowadays? Unfortunately, it is not so. Indeed, many territories, water basins, lakes, rivers, seas, oceans – and the atmosphere are polluted with all kinds of technological, agricultural, chemical, nuclear and other wastes. The intensive development of science, industry and chemistry in the 20th century has made the pollution of our environment a global problem which should be solved by all means.

P 12: Recycle aluminum cans

Making aluminum from recycled aluminum uses 90% less energy than making aluminum from scratch.

The energy saved from one recycled aluminum can operate a television set for 3 hours.

If you throw an aluminum can out of the train window it will still litter the Earth up to 500 years later.

When you toss out one aluminum can you waste as much energy as if you’d filled the same can half full of gasoline and poured it onto the ground.

Americans use 2.5 mln plastic bottles every year. These bottles can’t be recycled and won’t ever degrade.

Only buy soda and other drinks in aluminium cans or glass bottles. Buy milk or juice in cartoons. Then recycle them.

with. It's hard to imagine this, because we use water every day without even
thinking about it. Yet there are terrible water shortages all over the world. In
parts of Africa and China, for example, many people don't even have clean
water to drink. In fact, over half of the people in the world have to live with
water shortages every day. We all need water — not just for our homes and
factories, but to survive. Fortunately, there are things that we can all do to
save water.

The solution begins at home. We can save the water from our baths and
use it for the garden, instead of wasting hundreds of litres of clean water on
our lawns and plants. This would help to save many litres of water everyday,
especially in the summer.

Govermments can help by passing laws to stop factories from wasting
and polluting water. If factories recycled water and stopped pouring
chemicals into our lakes and rivers, there would be a lot more clean water
around.

Governments could also stop water companies from wasting millions of
litres of water because of leaking pipes. Many cities have successfully saved
water by repairing pipes.

All in all, there are many things we can do to save our planet's
disappearing water supplies.

P 16: Use paper, not plastic

It takes a whole tree to make about 500 paper grocery bags. But plastic bags are worse, because they can’t be recycled, and the plastic will never decomposite.

P 18: Recycle newspapers

Recycled paper could easily be substituted for virgin paper in many cases without any loss of quality. Making newspapers from “ old” papers uses 30% to 55 % less energy that making paper from trees, and it reduces air pollution by 95 %. It takes 500,000 trees just to make the newspapers  Americans read every Sunday. Save your family’s newspapers. Find out how to recycle newspapers in your area.

Americans throw out 2.5 billion pounds of batteries a year. Toxic chemicals in batteries can be released into the environment, especially if they are burned.
